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As Raban stated: “The trial did not seal the myth of the Krays; rather,

it broke it down into a long rehearsal of sordid facts.”
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He told Republican congressional leaders that “I will not be the first

president of the United States to lose a war.”
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As Kant says:
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This consciousness may often be only faint, so that we do
not connect it with the act itself, that is, not in any direct
manner with the generation of the representation, but only
with the outcome.
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So, “He would just talk calmly and rationally to a panel of
psychiatrists, ‘and everyone would think we were the ones who were

crazy’”
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It was significantly higher in Germany than in the U.S.?
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
